1. LS thanked all for attending the meeting,

3. News from the practice:
CQC Update – the practice had it 6 month review inspection on 9th May. The inspection focus was to review area’s identified during the Inspection on 8th November. All identified areas have been addressed and the Inspector was pleased with the improvements made. The surgery ratings will be altered to “good” in all areas. We are extremely pleased with this.
New GP – We are pleased to welcome Dr Guenevere Alagesan to the practice. Dr Alagesan commenced Oh the 3rd April and will be working all day Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Friday mornings. Dr Alagesan has worked locally for the last 10 years. We are really pleased to have her join the practice. Her interests are Women’s Health. Dr Alagesan has replaced Dr Matthew Vallis who has moved with his family to Devon. – We wish him all the very best.

Facebook – LS demonstrated the new Anstey Surgery Facebook page. We have a notice up in the waiting room for patients to like our page. 
Prescribing Savings – LS discussed the prescribing switches that the practice has been asked to make this year. Patients will be notified by letter of the changes. By switching to generic rather than branded medicines it is expected to save the practice £10,000 over the next 12 months.

Secondary Care Referrals – all referrals to secondary care with the exception of cancer 2ww referrals will be peer reviewed by another GP – this is to ensure that all pathways/ tests have been under taken prior to referring the patient on. 

Summary Care Record (SCR) – LS explained the summary care record. Every NHS patient has been automatically opted into a basic summary care record, this provides other NHS healthcare professionals involved in your care some basic details from your medical record, your current medications, any allergies you have and if you have ever had any adverse reactions to any medicines. 55 million NHS summary care records have been created. The practice is going to promote the next level of the SCR which will include reason for medication, significant medical history, anticipatory care information, communication preferences, end of life care information, immunisations. Patients have to opt in by completing and signing a consent form. 

 LS showed some video’s that demonstrated how useful a summary care record can be to other healthcare professionals involved in your care.
4. WLCCG & South Charnwood PPG Network Meetings – the South Charnwood PPG has arranged a meeting for June 29th. CB unable to attend. The WLGGC PPG meeting was on the 27th April – unfortunately no one from Anstey was able to attend and we are still waiting the minutes of the meeting. LS will e-mail once they are received.
